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What is the Governor’s STEM Academy?

The state and nationally recognized program at Heritage High School Governor’s STEM Academy expands options for students
in science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM). The program combines academic coursework and research
experience with a challenging and focused school environment to prepare students with high-wage and high-demand
careers. Students will gain the knowledge and skills needed to succeed in technologically rich workplaces by learning how
to work in teams, communicate effectively and apply the principles of science, technology, engineering and mathematics.

The magnet program is designed to provide students in grades nine through twelve the opportunity to explore several
STEM career paths. The program prepares students for bachelor’s degrees, two-year associate’s degrees, apprenticeships and
employment.

- Information Technology
- Programming and Software Development
- Science and Mathematics
- Engineering and Technology
- Video and Media Arts
- Network Systems
« Earn an industry certification
« Complete 200 hours of school and/or community service
« Complete the Senior STEMinar course
